2.0 Introduction

The team were funded by the Pacific Regional Oceanscape Project (PROP) and the
Government of Tuvalu. These funds were used to support the program conducted in the
Central islands; achieving the activities laid out in the tentatiogram.

The purpose of the mission to the central islgivis, Nukufetau and Vaitupu) was to
consult with the Falekaupule and the communitiegevelopinga new management plan that
would focus saly on coastal fisheries related issues

The team had other objectives planned during their stay in the central islands. Programs such
as: Awareness Program (Community and School Awareness), Ciguatera Fish Poisoning Case
update Boat & Canoe Survey,MMA Activities (Housetold Survey, Manta Tow in Nui,
Postharvest Activities and FADs maintenance.

The LMMA household survey was first carried out by Fisheries officers on three islands in

the central Tuvalu which is Nui, Nukufetau and Vaitupu. This survey is to find out how much
people know aboutthe MMA and al so to find out from the
improve lending of information about LMMA. In this survey, there are 30 people from each 3
islands that are randomly selected by TFD team to participate in this survey. The participants
include children of 13 years old and above, youths, fishers, people in middle age and the old
people.

Presentation briefly provided an overview of the Section activities to give a clear ideas to the
participant on the important of the section to fishermeneaott island CFC. And followed

by a presentation on fish handling; the following is a short summary of the presentation
content;

The second presentation provided a refresher for CFC staff on the idea and concepts of fish
preservation. The workshop training provided them with an idea of preserving our food. And
also discussed on why it is important teserve our fish as summarized below;

2022, Nukufetau CFC started on thé"28arch 2022 to 30 March 2022 and successfully
ended with Vaitupu CFC on th& Blarch 2022 to the'7of March 2022. The training
formally opened with a short summary and the benefits ofair@rg. Then lastly, followed
by a summary of the training expectations which included;

This is one of the section priorities to ensure all
fishers access to wathaintained safety equipmef@rab Bag) and at least inspected once in
every yeatr.

4.0 Results & Storage

4.1.3 Vaitupu Community Consultation

The consultation was held @nipuk llFalekaupule; commenced on th& 6f April to 7" of April.

The groups were divided into 5 group&upule & MenToeaina(Elders)Fishermen Associatign
Fafine(Women Association) arlddma Malosi(Youth Group). The goals from all groups were similar
as the community expected to haam improvement of coastal fisheries resources in Vaitlipa
attendance was great and have shown interest in the developing of the Plencommunity were
focused on the ecological point of view in dealing with the medits found in the lagoon and ways
to dredge the sediments out of the lagoon.

4.2 Ciguatera Fish Poisoning Case Update

In all islands from the Central, there wag positive casen Ciguatera Fish Poisoning.

Figure 7a shows that all of the respondents agreed that the LMM#Aopaned for fishing activities

for special occasions. The 30 participants in this survey all agreed that the Falekaupule and its
leaders have open the Nui LMMA in the past 2 years. Most of them argued that these areas were
open twice a year and for 1 dayly with limitation that equal to the use of fishing rod, hand line
fishing Matau, lafolafg and collecting of coconut crab and other crab species.

Other fishing methods still prohibited unless marine resources have been requested by the Nui
community e Funafuti to provide catering on certain occasion hosted by the government. One of the
reason the Nui Falekaupule open their LMMA is when the island community host a picnic for students
and government officials who spend their holiday on the island.

Another reason is when government officials requested the Falekaupule and its leaders to visit these
areas during their tour visit to Nui.
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The main concerns over the past 2 years are coral bleaching, algal bloom and pollution.
Nevertheless, Nui have a minonpact on decreasing in the coastal marine resources. The main
species identified are Topsalyphosus Cinerascemanud, Bluestripe seaperch.(tjanus Kasmira
savang, Humpback snappet gtjanus gibbus: TagaTurtle Cheloniodeap.:Fony, Sharpnose
mullet Neomyxus chaptalii: Fuagutulo®iamond scale mullgLiza vaiagiensis: Kafakaf@rouper
(gatala), sea cucumber (Funafuna), Sipny rabbitfSigédnus spinusnaiava), Convict surgeon fish

The other
reason the island chief and the Falekaupule of Vaitupu opeir ttMMA for fishing activities in the

past 2 years is that the Vaitupu community on the Capital requested their main island for marine
resources for catering purposes in one of the event host by the government.
